Sirs;

As you know I am in litigation with the City of Hudson.
Briefly, several streets on the South side of the City of Hudson have
storm drains in which the Houses drain their sewage. That sewage
drains into the South Bay along with the water from countless
roofs, parking areas, and streets. That water eventually makes it
into the Hudson River.

The Storm Drains and Sewage drained through a 10" pipe
which runs under my property into the South Bay.

The City of Hudson filled in a large portion of the South Bay,
sold it to L&B where they built their Factory. In filling in the Bay,
the 10" pipe on my property was plugged by the City of Hudson.
Now the Storm Drains are not adequate for all the sewage and
water and it collects through a catch basin onto my property as
much as 4+' of water with stool and toilet paper floating in the
water. The water from the L&B and Kaz Buildings runs into the
storm drains and adds to the flooding of my property.

The City of Hudson was ordered to correct the problem. They
hired an Engineer. His attempt to rectify the problem only made it
worse. This Engineer testified in court to the accuracy of the above
information.

The Sewage and Storm Water still drains into the South Bay.
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
