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Re: City of Hudson’s Draft Local Waterfront Revitalization Plan

Dear Mr. Millington.

As a resident of Hudson and a business owner on Warren Street for the past 25 years

I have seen a great many changes happen for the better and Warren St has been largely
revitalized. So it was with great interest that I followed the developments on Hudson’s
beautiful waterfront over the years, looking forward to its revitalization. I was actively
involved in the Vision Plan which charted a plan for the waterfront in early ‘90°s, and
was disappointed when it faltered later on.

As a member of Friends of Hudson from 1999 — 2005 I was part of the struggle against
the coming of St. Lawrence Cement whose fate was decided by the negative ruling from
the Department of State Coastal Resources Division in Randy McDaniels’ decision in
2005. It was with great relief that I read the ruling which stated instructions for rezoning
the Waterfront including the firm recommendation that a new waterfront zone be created
“immediately™ for the benefit of City and County residents. and the decision outlined the
manner in which that rezoning should take place with great specificity:

* Permitted uses: recreation/open space, parking, residential (2nd story and above),
retail, galleries. studios, office, restaurants, museums, outdoor markets, outdoor
performances, street vending., marine stores, marine fuel. boat storage.

* Conditional uses could include: electronic transmission towers, public utility uses.
transportation centers, railroad, ferry terminals

* Accessory uses: signs, outdoor cafes.

* Prohibited uses: manutfacturing, assembling, storing and processing products or
facilities, outdoor storage of lumber, construction and building materials, contractor’s
equipment. trucks, vans, buses, retail or wholesale of vehicles or boats...

and I felt that at last Hudson’s waterfront could begin to realize its huge potential.
Subsequently, with the resurrection of Hudson’s long dormant LWRP, I attended the few

public meetings and gave what input I could. I saw the results of a poll which the
advisory committee sent out which rated recreational, boating, restaurants, commercial
